Our concern for the environment is sincere; we have partnered with a group who will recycle any unused computer parts or dispose of them in an eco-friendly manner.  

Donated computers are picked up from donors, wiped of all previous data, refurbished and provided at no charge to individuals with disabilities throughout Indiana.

• Two to four years old

• 1 gigahertz (GHz) processor or faster

• At least 512 megabytes (MB) of RAM

• At least 60 gigabytes (GB) hard disk

• CD-ROM or DVD-ROM drive

• Keyboard

• Mouse

• Monitor – 17 inch or larger

• Scanner

• Speakers
