Information Packet and Application 



Who is this program for? 
 
This program provides reutilized computers to people with disabilities who have no 
other way to pay for a computer system.  Eligibility requirements are: 
1. You live in the state of Indiana 
2. You have a documented disability 
3. You have no other means of obtaining a computer system 
 
How does this program work? 
 
You complete an application and return it to The INDATA Project at Easter Seals 
Crossroads.  Once your application is approved, your name goes on the list to receive 
a reutilized computer.  When your computer is ready, you will be contacted and in-
formed when our staff members will be in your area.  On the day of your pick up ap-
pointment, you will visit the location in your area, receive a brief overview of how to use 
your computer (15-20 minutes of training) and you will take your computer home with 
you. 
 
What kind of computer can I get? 
 
We rely on donated computers to supply this program.  Desktop and notebook com-
puters are often available, but the kind of computer you receive will depend on our in-
ventory at the time.  The computer will include a Microsoft Windows Operating System 
as well as Microsoft Office software and a free antivirus program.  Also, you may re-
quest free-ware or demonstration versions of some assistive technology programs.  
Please indicate your needs on the application. 
 
Where do I pick up my computer? 
 
Easter Seals Crossroads, the organization that operates The INDATA Project has part-
nerships with eight organizations throughout Indiana.  You will be able to pick up your 
computer in one of the following areas:  Indianapolis, Merrillville, South Bend, Fort 
Wayne, Centerville, Bloomington, Terre Haute, New Albany or Evansville. 
 
How is this program funded? 
 
This program is funded by a blend of State and Federal grants and private donations. 
 
What does this program NOT include? 
 
• Warrantee or guarantee of any equipment 
• Training beyond the basic overview 
• Technical support 
• Training in the use of computer software
